On Tuesday April 21, 2004, in Neum, by the occasion of the IV Forum of the Chambers of Commerce of the Adriatic and Ionian area, was held the meeting of the Permanent Workgroup on Women Entrepreneurship, with the purpose of examining the attainment of goals set by the planning made in the previous meeting held in Igoumenitsa on May 16, 2003. In addition, the meeting is intended to carry on with the creation and implementation of the interregional network for the promotion and development of women entrepreneurship. 

COUNTRIES INVOLVED

Italy, Croatia, Albania, Montenegro, Slovenia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Greece. Also participate, for the first time: Unioncamere, Ancona Province and the mayor of the city of Bar, Mrs. Anka Vojvodic (Montenegro).

BASIC HYPHOTESIS

 
The project purpose is the promotion and provision of services with the aim of encouraging the development of women entrepreneurship and guaranteeing equal entrepreneurial opportunities according to the European Union guidelines. Particularly, the project target is the constitution of an institutional network among Committees for the Promotion of Women Entrepreneurship operating by the Chambers of Commerce of participating countries: the headquarter is to be located by the Forum of the Chambers of Commerce of the Adriatic and Ionian area.

ANALYSIS OF ATTAINED GOALS

By analysing the goals defined in the previous final document elaborated on May 16, 2003, the workgroup has concluded that some of the planned goals have not been achieved up to now in spite of all efforts made because of various reasons, among which the social-economic differences and/or different sensitivities related to women entrepreneurship. 

CONCLUSIONS

a) The six Chambers of Economy of Croatia participating in the Forum have made available a database with details and information on enterprises managed by women. However, data of the other Chambers of Commerce of the eastern coast participating in the Forum have not been made available.  The President or delegate of each women entrepreneurship committee of these countries are requested to present the database according to a homogeneous survey form to be supplied by the Chamber of Economy of Split. This form is going to be sent by the Chamber to all representatives. 

The Chambers not able to make available the requested data should communicate as soon as possible with the Chamber of Economy of Split or with the Forum Secretariat. They are also requested to explain the reasons why they are not able to disclose the database.

b) All computer staff in the Chambers participating in the Forum will work together with the purpose of warranting a homogeneous data gathering and processing. This is to be done by means of the methodology used by the Italian Chamber Committees for Women Entrepreneurship. 

c) As far as INTERREG III is concerned, Unioncamere (Federation of Italian Chambers of Commerce), in cooperation with each single Chamber participating in the Forum, is charged with monitoring the deadlines for the presentation of single projects at the same time that stimulates them to establish a closer and more effective collaboration among themselves. This collaboration is intended to favour a continuous and useful exchange of information, thus facilitating the implementation of the above mentioned projects.

d) The workgroup would like to express its appreciation with the approval of the project involving Unioncamere Molise, the Chamber of Economy of Split and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Lezhe. The project results from the good collaboration relation already established within the Forum. The workgroup hopes that similar initiatives may involve the other Chambers participating in the Forum.
