On the 16th of May 2003 in Igoumenitsa  on the occasion of the 3rd. FORUM OF THE ADRIATIC AND IONIAN CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE, it's established a permanent 'Round Table' on Female Entrepreneurship, which involves the countries facing both sides of the Adriatic and Ionian.Sea..

The aim of the 'Round Table' is to create and implement  an interregional network for Promotion and Development of Female Entrepreneurship.: 
COUNTRIES INVOLVED IN PROJECT OR INTEREST AREA 

Croatia, Albania, Monte Negro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Greece, Italy.

BASIC HYPOTHESIS

Purpose of project is promotion and provision of services aimed to encourage the launching and development of female entrepreneurship. According to guidelines set by EU, relative to the considered issue and granting  equal business opportunities.

The project aims to establish an institutional network among the entrepreneurship promotion Committees organized with the Chambers of commerce of the participating countries; the network headquarter should be with the Forum of the Adriatic and Ionian Chambers of commerce.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

NETWORK ESTABLISHMENT AND PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

The participating Chambers should establish the Committees for promotion of female entrepreneurship in the form of the organization units or at least appointing one person devoted to the expansion of female business.

Network of Committees should enable the mutual communication among the Chambers and the further exchange of information.

ANALYSIS OF THE FEMALE ENTREPRENEURSHIP

The analysis of the female entrepreneurship on the overall level should be performed in the following three phases:

· analysis of international rules and regulations relative to the issue 

· analysis and evaluation of the actual situation

· identification of the most common business problems, with the proposal of respective solutions,

 in order to provide a database for the members of the Adriatic and Ionian Forum.

FURTHER TRAINING IN FEMALE ENTREPRENEURSHIP

It should be realized through the organization of training courses and seminars on different topics concerning the launching and development of female entrepreneurship (aimed to relieve the activities of certain sectors and initiate the internationalization and/or cooperation with other countries) as well as the use of advanced technologies enabling distance learning.

These activities are going to be based on the attained experience and/or traineeship practice organized with the companies owned and/or managed by women, aimed to facilitate the penetration to the labor market.

Demand and supply for traineeship should be Internet - announced. 

SPECIAL OBJECTIVES 

Establishment of the network for promotion of female entrepreneurship and international cooperation and integration processes.

Evaluation and improvement of “female business”, 

Identification of human resources, professional improvement and initiation of social progress and labor market

CONCLUSIONS

Each Chamber of Commerce has to prepare short report on all the incentives, stimulating measures and other positive actions already approved in their respective countries, on level of local authorities/State level, specifying those categories of projects which are already stimulated. 

Each Chamber of Commerce has to prepare the Database on Female Entrepreneurship providing all the details and informations concerning women run/managed companies that are declared and agreed for the respective profiles. The resulting Database, obtained from the same kind of data will be of use for all the members Chambers.

The Chambers oblige themselves to perform the above tasks until the 4th Forum - to be held in Bosnia  & Herzegovina (Neum)- in Autumn 2003. At this session, each Chamber of Commerce  will  delegate the President of local Committee for Female Entrepreneurship or one female member.

In order to facilitate the task for the next Forum, it's possible to introduce bilateral relationships between the Chambers and/or Committees on special issues.

The Chambers of Commerce of Ancona and Split oblige themselves to carry out the coordinatory  works  of the next Round Table and to establish regular contacts with authorities of the member Countries and towards the European Commission in order to obtain the recognition of the Forum and support the projects strengthening the participation of women and favoring the development of a woman oriented business culture.
